Annamalai University, one of the largest residential universities in Southern Asia, was established
and incorporated in the year 1929 as per the Annamalai University Act, 1928 (Tamil Nadu Act 1 of 1929).
The Annamalai University Act, 1928 was repealed and replaced by the Annamalai University Act, 2013
(Tamil Nadu Act 20 of 2013). The Hon’ble Governor of Tamil Nadu is the Chancellor of the University.
